	Content:
1. Overview of material and detail of analysis


	Presentation provides a detailed summary of the assigned topic within an adequate time frame.  Illuminating personal examples were used to explain difficult ideas and no essential points were left out.  
	Good overview, but some important points could have used more emphasis. 
	The presentation was largely incomplete, key issues were passed over or improperly clarified.  It is doubtful if any reliable knowledge is gained from the presentation.
	Much of the information given is incorrect or at least incomplete.  The wrong issues are given importance, and no attempt is made to clarify any of the information.  Little, if any, reliable knowledge is gained.


	

	 Content:

2. Critical View


	The presentation critically engaged the material by providing constructive criticism, pointed out the larger relevancy of the problem, and related the issue to other thinkers and themes studied in class.
	Some constructive criticism was provided, but little attempt was made to locate the issue within any larger debates. 


	There is little detailed explanation of any major claims.  The little criticism that is provided is largely misguided, with presenters overlooking much of the complexity of the issue. 
	No critical attention is given.  Much of the issues appear trivialized, and no attempt is made to connect the material with any larger debates.
	

	Degree of Interaction

	Presenters engaged the class and generated discussion by asking relevant and interesting questions.  Presenters were able to address questions from both students and the professor.
	 Some questions were asked but no concerted attempt was made to involve the audience.  Answers to questions were largely correct but brought little clarity to the issues.
	Few if any substantial questions were asked. Most of the answers given to questions were incomplete, and some were wrong. 
	No questions were asked, or none that were relevant. Answers to questions revealed a clear lack of knowledge and preparation. 
	

	Organization and delivery

 
	Presentation is well organized and easy to follow, which includes an introduction to the topic and concluding summary.  No redundant information is included and the pace of the presentation is neither too fast, nor too slow.  Presenters appeared comfortable with the material and no one simply read from a piece of paper.  The presentation could be easily heard.
	Students appear to know the material, but do not feel comfortable presenting it. Although well organized, at times the presentation is difficult to follow and repetitive. 
	There is little internal coherence to the presentation, and presenters appear to jump from one topic to another.  The haphazard style of the presentation distracts from the material, as does the uneven pace of the delivery.  Occasionally students read from their notes, which undermines the flow of the presentation. 
	The presentation seems to lack any real organization.  Presenters appear unsure of their roles as well as the material.  Some reliable information is given, but there is no way of knowing its importance.  The presentation is uneven, difficult to hear, and the students continually pause to consult their notes. 
	

	Communication Aids/Handout

	Presenters used audio/visual aids, such as power point to enhance the presentation.  The material was organized professionally in a way that helped make it easier to understand.  Students were provided with a handout that gave a brief and reliable overview of the presentation. The handout could readily serve as a study guide if necessary.
	Some use was made of audio/visual communication aids.  The use of these aids was helpful, but at times could have been integrated better into the presentation.  Students were provided with a handout, but some important pieces of information were not mentioned. 
	The presenters were unable to use the audio/visual aids very successfully.  It took a long time to get things up and running, information was quickly skimmed over, and the handout consisted of numerous open ended questions, rather than a comprehensive and informative overview.
	There was no use of any communication aids, or the use of these aids actually distracted from the presentation.  The handout had little information of any value. The handout could never serve as a study guide for the students. 
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
