a. Inthe event that the BSN completion program ceases to exist, this scholarship
shall be rolled over to the traditional undergraduate nursing program.
b. If eligibility of the student(s) receiving the scholarship is in dispute, the President
of Viterbo University shall make final determination of eligibility.

University Board of Trustees only when strong and sufficient cause exists.
