VITERBO UNIVERSITY HOUSING CONTRACT POLICYPRIVATE 

EFFECTIVE AUGUST 1, 2007
TERMINATION OF CONTRACT
A student signing a Viterbo University housing contract commits to a housing term of one year.  To apply to terminate a contract, a typed letter explaining the reason for the termination must be turned into the Director of Residence Life.  When the letter is turned in, an appointment must be set up to meet with the Director of Residence Life to discuss the reasons for the termination.  A letter from the Director will follow shortly after the meeting stating if the termination has been granted or denied.  Other than the reasons listed below, termination of the housing contract will not be granted and the resident will be held 100% responsible for the term of the contract, and the associated housing charges.  In the following situations you may apply to the Office of Residence Life for a contract termination: 

1) Assignment to a University-sponsored internship, research or other program: If you have received an assignment to or are a participant in a University-sponsored internship, exchange, or other University program which requires living away from La Crosse.
2) Medical or health problems: The Office of Residence Life may grant a termination of contract if, in its judgment, you have a severe medical or health problem which is directly related to residence hall living.  The resident must present documentation of the severity of the health problem through a medical service provider.
3) Permission to live with parents or close relatives: You may apply for termination in order to live with parents who have moved to La Crosse after the contract was signed.

4) Marriage: If you become married after entering into this contract, a copy of the marriage certificate must be presented before an application for termination will be considered.
5) Graduation: Completion of graduation requirements during the term of the contract.
6) Transfer. If you are transferring to another university, proof of the transfer must be turned in when the letter is submitted.
The University may terminate the housing contract under the conditions stated in the following circumstances:

1) Violations of rules and regulations: The Office of Residence Life may terminate the housing contract with appropriate notice if the resident is found to have violated rules and regulations as listed in University publications.

2) Failure to comply with the housing contract: If a resident fails to comply with any portion of the housing contract, the Office of Residence Life may terminate the contract with appropriate notice.

3) Ineligible to return: The housing contract is automatically terminated if the resident is ineligible to return to the University for academic, financial or disciplinary reasons.
FOR STUDENTS WITHDRAWING FROM VITERBO UNIVERSITY DURING A SEMESTER


-If student withdraws from housing during week 1, refund equals 90% of total semester room charges


-If student withdraws from housing during weeks 2-4, refund equals 50% of total semester room charges


-If student withdraws from housing during weeks 5-8, refund equals 25% of total semester room charges


-If student withdraws from housing during weeks 9-16, refund equals 0% of total semester room charges

A student who changes residences during the Fall or Spring semesters will have room charge adjustments placed on the student’s account.  These adjustments will be calculated on a prorated weekly basis, assuming a 16 week semester.

MEAL PLAN CHARGES

Meal plan charge adjustments are calculated on a pro rated, weekly basis, provided appropriate, written approval given by the Director of Residence Life.  Any such adjustment will be placed on the student's account.  All requests for adjustment must be in writing to the Director of Residence Life.  Any appeal of the Director’s decision should be directed to the Vice President of Student Development.
