CLEP exams enable both traditional and non-traditional students to earn college credit by examination.

Registration and testing begins promptly at the times listed above.  Late students will not be allowed to test. 
Exam Fee: $87.00 

Students can register for up two exams each test date.  Students must be currently enrolled at Viterbo.  However, students planning to enroll next term may take the exam now and credit will be awarded in the subsequent semester.  CLEP exams consist of a 90 minute multiple choice objective tests except for the English exams which require a separate 90 minute essay. Thus, only one English exam can be taken in a day.  Students are required to pre-register (complete & submit the backside of this form) by 4:00 pm on Feb. 11 or Feb. 18 and pay $10.00 administrative fee for each exam (payable by check, cash or credit card).  At the time of the exam, students are required to pay $77.00 by credit card (paid to the College Board).  Exams are also offered in August and October.
