At the time of acceptance to the university, the School of Nursing will guarantee admission into the Professional Nursing Sequence to five (5) students who meet the following criteria and retain eligibility in the Direct Admission Program.  
Criteria for Selection for Direct Admission:   
· Minimum ACT composite score of 26 or SAT of 1170-1200 

· High school GPA of 3.5
· Must be accepted as a nursing major
· Must be a first time college student in fall 2012 semester
To retain eligibility in the Direct Admission Program a student must: 

· Complete the Application for the Professional Nursing Sequence on or before April 1 of the student’s freshman year.

· Attain a cumulative GPA of 3.25 or higher by the end of the first year at Viterbo University

· Attain a B or better in each prerequisite nursing course (BIO 104, BIO 114, CHEM 106, ENG 103, PSYC 100 or 171, and SOC 125) during the first year at Viterbo University
· Meet all additional Professional Nursing Sequence requirements.
