History:  The Helen and Joseph Doubek Nursing Scholarship was established by 

their daughter, Margaret Hammell ’87, in memory of her parents and in 

recognition of their capacity for caring.  Helen and Joseph Doubek married in 1948 

and farmed in Allamakee County Iowa until their retirement in 1980.  During this 

time, they provided care for both Joseph’s father and Helen’s mother in their 

elderly years.  Prior to Helen’s marriage to Joseph, she cared for her first husband 

as he suffered from Hodgkin’s Disease.  Helen also cared for Joseph prior to his 

death in 1983.  Helen and Joseph both exhibited great compassion in their caring 

for others.  This caring was returned to Helen during her own elderly years as she 

spent the last five years of her life in a nursing home.  The nursing staff was very 

comforting to her during this time.  It is Margaret’s intention to also honor the 

nursing staff who displayed such compassion with Helen.  Margaret hopes this 

scholarship will recognize students who demonstrate this compassion so that it will 

be perpetuated in future nursing professionals. 

 

Selection Criteria:  The selection of the Helen and Joseph Doubek Nursing 

Scholarship recipient shall be based on evaluation of the one-page written response 

to this statement: I believe that the elderly, and their families, deserve the best 

possible care.  As a nursing student, I have demonstrated this and I believe I will 

be able to incorporate this commitment in my career by…, as well as, financial 

need. 

BSN program 

a. Full-time nursing student; apply as sophomore 

b. A Viterbo University cumulative GPA of 3.25 

c. Need for financial assistance 

d. A one-page written response addressing this statement: 

I believe the elderly, and their families, deserve the best possible 

care.  As a nursing student, I have demonstrated this and I believe 

I will be able to incorporate this commitment in my career by… 

 

Scholarship shall be awarded annually and is renewable for one year, if 

recipient achieves a 3.25 average in his/her previous two semesters.
