Viterbo University invites current regional and Wisconsin state high school Juniors and Seniors to submit 2D
artworks that were created in the 2021-2022 school year.

The theme of this
show, Reflections: Learning Through a Pandemic will show the strengths and challenges that students have
faced personally, socially, or academically throughout this time. We encourage all types of 2d media to be
submitted. Artwork will be installed in the Viterbo University Fine Arts Center.

Who can submit? Current 2021-2022 Wisconsin high school Juniors and Seniors. Minnesota high school
Juniors and Seniors from La Crescent-Hokah, Caledonia, and Winona School Districts.

Entry Requirements: Students may submit two artworks for consideration.

Size Requirements: Artwork should be sized 11” W x14” H and oriented in a vertical position. Entries
must be mounted on foam core and matted with a 1” boarder in bright white. (Total size, entry with
matting should be 11” W x 14” H).

Submissions may be sent via email. Please include in the subject line your name and high school. Images may
be attached as a .docx or .pdf file. Include your name, title, date, media, and name of high school with your
image. Students are encouraged to write a short message in the body of the email telling the jurors a little
about themselves and their artwork.

Deadline for Submissions: February 28, 2022

Judging: The Viterbo Art Faculty will judge each submission. Each artwork will be considered in relation to the
“Reflections” theme, formal and informal principals of art and design, and clarity of message.

Jury Notifications: Artists will be notified of acceptance via email by March 4, 2022.

Accepted Artwork: All approved artwork should be sent or dropped off to the Viterbo University Fine Arts
Center no later than March 11, 2022 by 5pm.
